	Definition

	Credit for prior learning
	Credit for prior learning (CPL) provides a range of options from recognition of military and workforce training to national examinations and portfolio development. With more options comes the increased likelihood for greater numbers of learners to complete credentials. (American Council on Education)

	Bridge program
	Bridge programs offer students an additional path for transferring to certain four-year colleges or universities. Bridge programs feature seamless transition as a sophomore after spending the freshman year at XYZ College, successfully completing ___ transferrable credit hours and meeting GPA requirements in the target major at the bridge institution.

	Certificate program 
	An organized series of credit courses, consisting of XX–XX credit hours, which concentrates study in a particular field, though some certificates also include one or more general education courses

	Experiential learning
	Knowledge and skills gained from life experience for which credit may be awarded under certain circumstances

	Articulation
	The process of comparing the content of courses that are transferred between postsecondary institutions
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
